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OPINION

After aguilty plea, gppellant was convicted of four counts of aggravated robbery and sentenced
to fifteen years on November 1, 1999. Appdlant filed an untimely motion for new trid on August 29,
2000. Appdlant'snotice of apped was not filed until August 8, 2000.

A defendant’ s notice of appeal mugt be filed withinthirty days after sentence isimposed when the
defendant has not filed amotion for new trid. See TEX. R. APP. P. 26.2(a)(1). A noticeof appea which



complies with the requirements of Rule 26 is essentid to vest the court of gppedswith jurisdiction. See
Slaton v. State, 981 S\W.2d 208, 210 (Tex. Crim. App. 1998). If an apped isnot timely perfected,
a court of gppeds does not obtain jurisdiction to address the merits of the appeal. Under those
circumstances it can take no action other than to dismissthe gppedl. Seeid.

Accordingly, the apped is ordered dismissed.
