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OPINION

ByronKethHouse pleaded guiltyto injury of achild. Inasinglepoint of error he contendsthetria
court erred by refusng to hald a hearing on his mation for new trid. We dismiss the apped for want of
jurisdiction.

The State contends we lack jurisdiction to consider House's guilty plea, since he filed a generd
notice of appeal and did not obtain the tria court’ s permissionto apped. See TEX. R. APP. P. 25.2(b)(3).
We agree with the State that we do not have jurisdiction to consider the point of error which appellant
seekstoraiseinthisappea. See also Young v. State, 8 SW.3d 656, 667 (Tex. Crim. App. 2000).



We therefore dismiss this gpped for want of jurisdiction.
