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OPINION

Appellant pled guilty in two separate cases to aggravated sexual assault of achild. In
accordance with the terms of apleabargainagreement with the State, on January 5, 2001, the
trial court sentenced appellant to confinement for fifteenyearsinthe Institutional Divisionof
the Texas Department of Criminal Justice. Because we have no jurisdiction over this appeal,

we dismiss.

Appellant filed atimely general notice of appeal for bothcasesthat didnot comply with
the requirements of Rule 25.2(b)(3) of the Texas Rules of Appellate Procedure. See TEX. R.



APP. P. 25.2(b)(3). Rule 25.2(b)(3) providesthat when an appeal isfrom ajudgment rendered
on a defendant’s plea of guilty or nolo contendere and the punishment assessed does not
exceed the punishment recommended by the State and agreed to by the defendant, the notice
of appeal must: (1) specify that the appeal is for ajurisdictional defect; (2) specify that the
substance of the appeal was raised by writtenmotionandruledonbeforetrial; or (3) state that
thetrial court granted permission to appeal. 1d. Because the time for filing a proper notice
of appeal has expired, appellant may not file an amended notice of appeal to correct
jurisdictional defects. State v. Riewe, 13 S\W.3d 408, 413-14 (Tex. Crim. App. 2000).
Because appellant’ s notice of appea didnot complywiththe requirements of Rule 25.2(b)(3),
we are without jurisdiction to consider any of appellant’ s issues, including the voluntariness
of the plea. See Cooper v. State, No. 1100-99, slip. op. at 8, 2001 WL 321579 at *1 (Tex.
Crim. App. April 4, 2001) (holding that appellant who files general notice of appeal may not
appeal voluntariness of negotiated plea). Moreover, thetrial court expressly denied appellant

permission to appeal.

Accordingly, we dismiss the appeal s for want of jurisdiction.
