Original jurisdiction in civil actions over $200, divorce, title to

land, contested elections, and contested probate matters.

Original jurisdiction in civil actions

between $200 and $5,000.

Probate (contested matters trans-

ferred to District Court.)

Exclusive original jurisdiction over

Criminal misdemeanors with fines less than $500.

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-- Statewide Jurisdiction --

2  All Justice of the Peace Courts and most Municipal Courts are not courts of record.  Appeals from these courts are by trial de novo in the county-level courts;  in some instances to the district courts.
1 Some Municipal Courts are courts of record --  appeals from those courts are taken on the record to the county-level courts.
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
