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Fourth Court of Appeals to Hear Oral Argument 
 

The Fourth Court of Appeals will hear oral arguments in one appeal on Tuesday, 
September 14, 2021, beginning at 2:30 p.m., before the following panel of justices: Chief 
Justice Rebeca C. Martinez, Justice Irene Rios, and Justice Lori I. Valenzuela. 

 
The following appeal will be presented: 
 
In re A.R.G., a Child – This appeal concerns a dispute regarding child support 

obligations and child support enforcement remedies.  In the underlying suit, Appellee filed 
a petition requesting the trial court suspend Appellant’s license for failure to pay child 
support, and to confirm arrears and render a cumulative money judgment for outstanding 
child support.  The trial court rendered an order suspending Appellant’s license and 
rendered a cumulative money judgment, which included unpaid interest that had accrued 
on a retroactive child support judgment.  On appeal, Appellant argues: (1) the trial court 
was without jurisdiction to render an order suspending his license; (2) the statutory 
requirements to suspend his license were not satisfied; and (3) the cumulative money 
judgment causes him to pay compounding interest on the retroactive child support 
judgment.
